Armed Forces Occupational Pensions & Gratuities for Service Pre 1975

I am legally entitled to an Occupational Pension and Gratuity for my years of service in the Armed Forces prior to 1975, payable by the Ministry of Defence and/or the Civil Service.  To date they have both refused to do so.  

I am writing to you today, since the introduction of this latest coalition government, to enquire what you intend to do about it to ensure it is paid, and paid promptly from now onwards!

The legality of my claim is set out in the Researched Report published by The Combined Armed Forces Federation UK in 2008.  There are two copies in the House of Commons and also the House of Lords Libraries.  Copies are also available priced £25, from the Federation’s Secretary General, 34 Raynes Road, Lee-on-the-Solent, Hampshire PO13 9AL.

To date the previous Labour Government has been using, misinformation, spin and false pretences in an attempt to benefit cheat and defraud me of my legal rights to Occupational benefits.  This issue has been further frustrated by the erroneous decisions in the Hudson & Others V MOD & Treasury hearings in the High Court and Appeal Court.  These hearings are also fully covered in the Researched Report.
There is no likelihood this coalition Government is going to put Pre 1975 Parliamentary and Civil Service Pensions on ‘Hold’ due to the present economic downturn.  There is therefore no justification for claiming this is an acceptable reason for withholding my Pension and Gratuity at this point in time.  On the contrary, payment of my Pension  and Gratuity will give further impetus to the economic recovery. 

If this was a situation faced by Pre 1975 Members of Parliament or Civil Service Pensioners there is little doubt it would be rectified immediately.  I have every right therefore to expect my legal rights to my Occupational Pension and Gratuity to be rectified immediately!

Please make yourself aware of the legal facts regarding my claim forthwith and let me know what you intend doing about it at your earliest opportunity.

You are requested to use your present powers and authority as a Member of this Parliament to correct this totally unacceptable injustice without any further delay.
